Cohen’s model of his house project called “Kindergarten Chats” is currently on display in the 

Architecture and Design Gallery of the Art Institute of Chicago and is part of the museum’s permanent 
collection. Created in 1977, the model was part of a group show of work by The Chicago Seven, 

architects, at Richard Gray’s Gallery in Chicago. The title is a reference to Louis Sullivan’s 
“Kindergarten Chats,” a series of articles addressed to apprentice architects. In the 1970s, the issue the 

project addressed was making architecture that, rather than being abstract, communicated an intentional 
associative meaning. The front of Kindergarten Chats says “house” by calling upon a child’s archetypal 

drawing of a house.
